The Maritime Highway Across the Lucayan Sea: Revisiting Bahamian History 
There are a number of excellent reasons to name our sea The Lucayan Sea. The fact that it has remained nameless for over 500 years, the previous neglect of Bahamian tradition within a strong and growing tradition of Caribbean Study, the illicit trade that we would better trace if such a thing were named and mapped, celebrating maritime culture of The Bahamas, among many more. Perhaps the reason with the most impact is that we would finally be able to celebrate a lost Lucayan civilization that we remain separated from because of the European act of genocide after the initial 1492 landfall of Christopher Columbus. We would honour those who lived across these porous islands before us, while marking the spot where the Old World encountered an Ancient World resulting in a New World.
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Dr. Lisa Lawlor Feller is an Assistant Professor of History at the University of The Bahamas, with a PhD in American Studies, specializing in Caribbean History. Her PhD dissertation is “Intersecting Frameworks through the Maritime Highway of The Bahamas: Re-mapping the Nassau Archive 1783-1834,” (2019) completed at the University at Buffalo. While Feller works to transform her dissertation to a book Wrecking to make a Reckoning, she has a number of ongoing creative projects. Lawlor Feller’s MA research paper also informs creative projects, and is titled “National Identity in The Bahamas: A Literary Perspective” (2011). Creative works include a children’s book on the Yoruba Goddess Yemaya, and a novel in place of a letter to her late mother, Anne Lawlor, in the tradition of Matria, looking at the strong tradition of Caribbean women writing nation.
